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Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

When | was a ten, a new family moved in across the street, into the house that my friend Paul and his family
had lived in since we were babies. The children in the family, both girls and both younger than | was, would
become friends with my younger sister, and the wife would become friends with my mother. The husband,
Rafi, became a friend of mine, and someone who would give me a better understanding of the world in
which | lived.

Rafi was born and raised in Morocco, was Jewish, had lived in a few different countries before moving to the
United States, and was fluent in about eight languages. It was his experience in different places, his love for
America, and his ability to connect with many different people of different cultures that made an impression
on me. To be fair, it was actually my mother’s childhood friend “Aunt Betty” who first awoke a desire to
travel to distant countries and experience different cultures, as she had been doing through the 1960’s and
1970’s. But Rafi had a different outlook on life, one that was born of leaving his homeland and looking for a
better life in others.

Today’s Gospel of the Samaritan woman at the well got me thinking about Rafi, and other people | have
known throughout the years, separated from others because of cultural and other superficial differences.
Most people do not realize that the Samaritans were related to the Jews. When the Jews were taken into
captivity by the Assyrians and later the Babylonians, the poorest of the Jews were left behind to work the
land. The Babylonians introduced people from other parts of their Empire into what was Israel and Judea,
and they intermingled with those who were left behind. When the Jews, that is those of the tribes of Judah
and those of Levi who were with them, were allowed to return by the Persians, they found these cousins of
mixed ancestry, and immediately separated themselves from them, regarding them as impure.

This is why it is such a shock to the Samaritan woman that Jesus, a Jew, would ask her for water, as drinking
from what she held water in would have made him unclean. But this is part of the Mystery of Christ, that he
did not just come for the Jewish people, but for all people. What was directed by the Mosaic Law, and its
interpretation by the scribes and Pharisees, in order to keep the Jewish people safe, separate, and directed
to God, would find its fulfillment in Jesus Christ. The idea of speaking to a Samaritan woman making oneself
unclean would be undone, as in Christ, we all become children of God, not just of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.
Touching a leper would not result in Jesus becoming sick and leprous, but of the leper being made whole
and healed.

Too often our identities, our worldviews, even our version of Christianity prevents us from recognizing Christ
in the other. Looking at the world, and each other through the eyes of Christ opens up a whole new vision.
Looking at ourselves through the eyes of Christ also opens up a new way of viewing ourselves.
