
 



Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,  

One of my favorite Holy Week traditions is the celebration of Tenebrae, which translates as shadows. Normally 

this is observed on Wednesday night of Holy Week, and consists of various Psalms, readings from Lamentations, 

and the Gospel of John, while the church is in darkness, and a set of candles are slowly extinguished. In the end, 

the final candle, which remains lit, is taken away, and a loud bang, or Strepitus, is heard. The candle represents 

Christ, and the Strepitus represents the rock being rolled over the entrance of His tomb. In the older tradition, 

that would end the Tenebrae liturgy, however, in the modern adaptation, the candle is brought back, in            

anticipation of the Resurrection.  

With the heavy emotional toll that the celebration takes on those participating, it is a blessing that the candle is 

brought back. As already mentioned this is one of my favorite traditions for this week, not only because of the   

beauty of the liturgy, but also because it allows me, as a priest, to reflect on the events of the week and the          

upcoming Triduum. As a priest, especially as a pastor, things get crazy. Between the celebration of the Mass and 

the other Sacraments, there is the administrative duties, dealing with the diocese, and trying to fit in my personal 

life in the time remaining, the regular year is nuts, not even touching on the time from Palm Sunday through  

Easter Sunday. I am sure that there are many of you who can relate to the packed schedule I just described, in 

your own daily lives and responsibilities. This week is a time to slow it down. 

For the past five and a half weeks, we have struggled with Lenten devotions and sacrifices, as well as trying to 

deal with the everyday insanity of life. Some of us may have been living lives of sainthood during this Lent, others 

of us have been kicking ourselves when we unthinkingly threw a piece of ham down our throats on a day of     

abstinence. But the Church in her wisdom has given us this yearly reminder that something extraordinary is    

happening this week. So we need to slow down and focus on it.  

Today we commemorate the triumphal entrance of Jesus into Jerusalem; which will also be his final entrance into 

that city. On Thursday, we remember the final meal he would share with his closest friends and followers, one of 

whom would betray him. This is also the institution of the Eucharist, which we celebrate every time we gather for 

the Mass, but unlike other Masses, we do not close it out with a benediction, but continue to adore the Blessed   

Sacrament until late. Then, just as Jesus was taken away by the Temple guards, the Blessed Sacrament is           

removed from the sight of all present, and reserved unseen until the celebration of the Lord ’s Passion on Friday 

afternoon. At three in the afternoon, the hour when Jesus died on the Cross, we pay our respects in our             

adoration of the Cross.  

Just like the Tenebrae services I referenced at the beginning, we are not left alone and grieving, because we know 

that the celebration of Easter Sunday, the Resurrection of the Lord, awaits us.  

Blessed Holy Week, Blessed Triduum, Blessed Easter.
